The background is the PAC’s task to contribute to 

alignment of funding according to the policy objectives of EUSBSR and the fact that the EU 

funding programmes increasingly are seeking the advice of the PAC in their selection pro-

cesses. On this basis, the PAC have prepared a first draft paper on how we would like to pro-

ceed in this process and possibly feed this input into the discussion of the EUSBSR work.  

 

 

 

  



 

 

6) News from the European Commission  

DG REGIO will inform about the recently adopted revised Action Plan of the EUSBSR and 

other recent developments of relevance to EUSBSR stakeholders, including the progress of 

creating a Masterplan for Blue Growth in the Baltic Sea Region. 

 

7) Update on EU Funds and the EUSBSR Seed Money Facility call in October 2015  

Among other announced calls this autumn, the EUSBSR Seed Money Facility has had their 

latest call in September 2015. For this call, the PAC has received two Seed Money applica-

tions which have been under strategic assessment. Further, the PAC sent draft letters of sup-

port in silent procedure for approval in the Steering Committee. As nobody broke the silent 

procedure, the Seed Money projects have received a letter of support from PA Ship. The 

submission deadline for Seed Money project applications to the Seed Money Facility was 30 

October 2015. The EUSBSR Seed Money Committee will decide on project approvals in 

January 2016. 

 

8) LNG projects in PA Ship  

Development of LNG and other alternative fuels has been an important part of the Policy 

Area on Clean Shipping in the Action Plan of EUSBSR since the first Action Plan was 

adopted in 2010. Various Flagship Projects of PA Ship have been working within the field of 

LNG and thus contributed to initiating the present infrastructure for LNG bunkering. The 

PAC would like to take the opportunity of being in Klaipeda to discuss the future develop-

ment of LNG projects within the EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region and the role of PA 

Ship in this regard.  

 

Steering Committee members are asked to give input on specific topics they consider to be 

the most relevant for PA Ship to focus on in the future in the field of LNG development.
